What and How:


Mersea’s “Strood Explorer Scout Unit” (ESU) is independent & self-running from Subs and fundraising efforts. We are part of Colchester District Explorer Scouting. However we have a very close partnership with Mersea Scout Group and support them at local events and with their fundraising etc. We hope to see the Group’s Beavers, Cubs and Scouts eventually joining us.  


However we aren’t just for those on Mersea and welcome all in the surrounding villages. Anyone in this age range is welcome to join in the fun and activity! Our Explorers attend many different schools so you might find you already know someone! Some young people who have never been in Scouting join us too!


The year’ programme is based on the ‘balanced programme’ set out by the Scout Association but is negotiated and planned by the whole of the Unit. Explorers will often want to run their own activities and might want to work toward different awards individually or together, such as Sailing, Climbing or other Activity Awards, the Queen’s Scout Award or Duke of Edinburgh etc.    


After a few weeks of trying it out (or when you turn 14) and have decided you’d like to become an Explorer Scout you can discuss investiture with your Leader. You may wish to have this ceremony at a normal meeting or somewhere really unusual!


Some Explorers will be Young Leaders with Mersea Scout Group, Beavers, Cubs or Scouts 


All Explorer Scouts will need a Uniform Shirt for formal occasions but also have the option of having a Uniform Polo. However we also very often meet in our casual clothes with just a necker, depending on what activity we are doing. We would encourage you to mention that you are joining Strood ESU when you buy any items at the Scout Shop (Villa Road, Stanway, Colchester) as this will earn us cash-back.

Where and When:


Strood Explorers meet most Wednesdays at either Melrose Road Scout hut or The Sea Scout Hut, The Lane from 7.30 – 9.15pm This depends what activities we are involved in. So we may agree to meet on another night or at the weekend instead. We also continue to run through the most school holidays. 





Strood Explorer Scout subs are currently:


£30 January, £25 April, £25 September, plus a one-off £10 joining fee (covers necker etc) 


The January difference is to help towards “Capitation” (Membership and insurance fee to the Scout Association which is currently £29.90 per Explorer per year) and which is due at the beginning of each year. We also have to pay termly for use of the Scout hall, facilities and equipment. We run a separate bank account from local Scout Groups and we are audited by District. 


Explorers will be encouraged to be involved with how finances are managed and parents can request to view accounts.�
